
c.	 Assisting with obtaining housing, education, vocational training or job 
placement. 

2.	 Volunteers must apply on the attached form in writing and be approved by the 
Warden of the institution at which they are volunteering. 

3.	 A volunteer is not permitted to interact with an inmate at one institution to 
assist with transition, and volunteer at another prison. In addition, a volunteer 
cannot act on behalf of an ex-offender in obtaining assistance for programs or 
legal affairs. 

4.	 Volunteers who are assisting an ex-offender who is on active supervision 
(probation, parole, etc.) must receive the approval of the Chief of the ex­
offender's Probation and Parole District so that the P&P Officer handling the 
ex-offender's case can be notified. 

5.	 The form (see Attachment #8) will be placed in the offenders institutional file, 
or the Probation and Parole case file if the ex-offender is in community release 
status. If there is no probation or parole supervision involved, the form will be 
placed in the volunteer's personal file at the facility. 

6.	 Volunteers who request this joint status (institutional/community volunteer 
status) should be counseled about fraternization and about avoiding even the 
appearance of impropriety. Crossing the line from professional to personal 
(romantic or sexual) relationships with ex-offenders or serving as a conduit for 
information and/or contraband between ex-offenders and currently 
incarcerated offenders will be dealt with to the full extent of DOC policies and 
the law.
